SAILING  INSTRUCTIONS

1
Rules
1.1
The regatta will be governed by the 'rules' as defined The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2
ERS apply in full version. Current First 18 SE class rules will apply.

1.3
National prescriptions will not apply.

1.4
If there is a conflict between languages the English text and these Sailing Instructions will prevail.

2
Entries
2.1
The regatta is open to all boats of First 18 SE class. Eligible competitors shall be verified members of their National Authorities and their National Class Associations if exists. Eligible boats shall be entered by completing registration with the organizing authority.

3.
Notices to Competitors
3.1
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located in front of the Sailing Club Palić. Omission to follow notices on notice board is sole competitor’s responsibility.

3.2.
VHF channel 69 will be used to communicate with competitors.

3.3.
Race committee will use VHF radio to communicate to the fleet, including the location of the starting area, countdown to the start, UFD or BFD sail numbers, General recalls, Postponements or Abandonments.

3.4
Failure to make these broadcasts or failure to hear them shall not constitute grounds for granting redress. This change RRS 62.1

3.5.
[DP] While racing, except in an emergency, a boat shall not make voice or data transmissions and shall not receive voice or data communications that is not available to all boats.

4
Changes in Sailing Instructions
4.1
Any change in the sailing instructions will be posted one hour before it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted before 20:00 hours on the day before it will take effect.
5
Signals Made Ashore
5.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at signal pole in front of the Sailing Club Palić.
5.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore '1 minute' is replaced with 'not less than 30 minutes' in race signal AP.
6
Signals Made Afloat
6.1
Flag "F" at the finishing line means: "The next race start will be given after finish of the race in course".
7
Schedule of races
7.1
8 races are scheduled. Warning signal of the first race is scheduled at 12:00 hours on Saturday, October 19th 2024. Following races times will be announced by race committee boat or by the notice board.

7.2
There will be no more than 4 races per day.
7.3
No warning signal will be made after 16:00 hours on Sunday, October, 20th 2024.

Class flag
8.1
Class flag will be white flag with blue class insignia.
9
The Course
9.1
The diagram in attachment 1 shows the course, the order in which each mark are to be rounded or passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left.
10
Marks
10.1
Marks 1, 1a, 2P and 2S will be yellow cylindrical buoys.
10.2
Starting mark will be orange cylindrical buoy Finishing mark will be blue spherical buoy.
11
The Start
11.1
Races will be started by using RRS 26.
11.2
The starting line will be between staff on the RC boat displaying an orange flag on starboard end and course side of starting mark on port end.

11.3
To alert boats that a race or sequence of races will begin soon, the orange starting line flag will be displayed with one sound at least five minutes before a warning signal is made.

12
Change Of The Next Leg Of The Course 

12.1
To change the next leg of the course, the race committee will lay a new mark 1 orange cylindrical buoy and remove the original marks 1 and 1a as practicable.

12.2
When in a subsequent change a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced by original marks.

13
The Finish
13.1
The finishing line will be between the course side of finishing mark (mark F) on starboard side and staff displaying a blue flag on a RC boat on port side.

14
Time Limit
14.1
There is no time limit for first boat. Boat failing to finish within 20 minutes after the first boat will be scored DNF without a hearing. This changes rules RRS 35, A4 and A5.1.

15
Protests
15.1
Protests shall be written on forms available at the race office and delivered there within the protest time limit, which is one hour after finishing of the last boat of her class in the last race of the day 

15.2
If the unofficial results are posted after protest time limit expires, requests for redress and hearings concerning results may be lodged 15 minutes after time the unofficial results are posted. This changes rule 62.2.

15.3
Protest notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors where and when there is a hearing in which they are parties to protest or named as witnesses.

Scoring
16.1
The Low point scoring system of Appendix A will apply.
16.2
Three races have to be completed to constitute a series.
16.3
(a)
When 3 races have been completed boats total score will be the sum of her scores for all races.

(b)
When 4 to 8 races have been completed boats total score will be the sum of her scores for all races excluding her worst score.

17.
Penalty System
17.1
Rule RRS 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn Penalty..
18
Support Boats
18.1
Team leaders, coaches and support persons shall keep clear of starting area, racing area and all competitors from the time of the preparatory signal for the first fleet to start until all boats have finished or retired or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.

18.2
Support boats may enter racing area to help competitors with verbal permission of race committee or by VHF canal 69

19
Prizes

19.1
Prizes will be as state in Notice of Race.

20.
Disclaimer of Liability
20.1
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 3, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

Media Rights
21.1
All competitors, owners of boats and his guests give Organizers all rights for photos, videos of persons and boats before, during and after regatta in media inclusive publicity & press materials for all Organizers activity.
